APPLICATION CONDITIONS 
 

Use in a well ventilated area.  Use when temperature is 
between 10- 32°C and humidity is below 85% to ensure 
proper drying .   
 
SURFACE PREPARATION 

 
Clean all surfaces with soap and water.  Rinse thoroughly 
Remove all dirt, grease, oil, salt and chemical contaminants 
by washing the surface with a commercial detergent or other 
suitable cleaning method.  Rinse thoroughly with fresh water 
and allow to fully dry.  All surfaces must be dry at time of 
application.  Scrape and wire brush or power tool clean to 
remove loose rust, scale and deteriorated previous coatings. 
 
Previously coated surfaces must be sound and in good 
condition.  Smooth, hard, or glossy finishes should be 
scarified by sanding to create a surface profile.  The Craft & 
Hobby Acrylic Paints are compatible with most coatings, but 
a test patch is suggested. 
 
 
 
 
 

PRODUCT APPLICATION (cont.) 
 

WARNING: If you scrape, sand, or remove old paint, you 

may release lead dust. LEAD IS TOXIC. EXPOSURE TO

APPLICATION 

 
Apply only when air and surface temperatures are between 
10-32°C and humidity is below 85% to ensure proper drying.  
Before using, stir thoroughly to ensure any settled pigment is 
re-dispersed.  Avoid painting in direct sunlight or on hot 
surfaces.  Use light even coats to ensure an even flow and 
the smoothest finish. 
 
DIRECTIONS 

 
Hold end of airbrush hose over propellant can and screw on 
tightly.  Insert plastic diptube into clip cap.  Always maintain 
can in upright position when connecting fitting and during 
use.  Inversion of can during use will discharge liquid 
propellant which may cause frostbite upon skin contact.  
Remove paint cap and screw clip cap onto paint bottle.  
Push paint bottle with clip clap into “C” shaped opening on 
airbrush.  Threaded adapter fittings are attached to can by 
turning clockwise.  Clip cap will snap into place and you are 
ready to paint. 
 
Do not shake can prior to or during use.   
 
To minimize pressure loss during prolonged use, place can 
in a shallow pan of room temperature water.  Remove 
airbrush adapter fittings from propellant can when not in use. 
 
STORAGE 
 

Store can upright in a cool dry place when not in use.  
 
CLEAN-UP 
 

Remove the bottle and Clip Cap from your airbrush. Wash 
Clip Caps and Diptubes promptly with the cleaning solution 
recommended for the paint you are using.  Soap and water 
solution can be used for acrylic paint. Insert the Cleaning 
Wire into the Clip Cap tip to remove any remaining paint.
